I looked into 
these three tribes and was amazed at what I 
found, they actual had the most to do with 
the Ark of the Covenant and the Temple, 
ring any bells yet? Look back upon the ac-
tual degree we all took and you can see that 
the three banners have an important role in 
our use as we use them.
